FROM THE RABBIôS DESK 

Tu BôShvat 

 

 Tu BôShvat marks the beginning of spring in Israel.  On Tu BôShvat we celebrate a New Year for the Trees, rejoicing 

in the fruit of the tree and the fruit of the vine, celebrating the splendid, abundant gifts of the natural world which give our 

senses delight and our bodies life. 

 Sustaining rains are at the peak of their power and the world responds, brimming with buds of fragrant life.  To mark 

this moment, school children plant trees.  Often these trees have been provided by the contributions of Jewish students abroad 

through the good offices of the Jewish National Fund. 

 For Jews outside of Israel, Tu BôShvat is a celebration of the renewal of vision and awareness, a celebration of 

connections and connectedness - to our own inner-selves, to the social world of human beings, and to the natural world and its 

Source. 

 

The Tu BôShvat Seder 

 

 In the 17th century, the Kabbalists, the Jewish mystics of Safed, developed a special Seder (order service).  Their 

efforts were influenced by the esoteric meaning in the verse Deuteronomy 20:19: ñFor man is like the tree of the field.ò 

 Modeled on the Passover Seder, the Tu BôShvat Seder included drinking four cups of wine with varying percentages of 

red and white wine, representing perhaps the shifting of yearly seasons.  The Seder also included readings on trees and fruit 

from a range of Jewish literature. 

 The new form of celebration spread from Safed to Sephardi communities in Turkey, Italy and Greece, and later in 

Europe, Asia and North Africa.  Modern adaptations of this centuries old practice have been created by Hillels, Jewish 

environmental groups and others involved in Jewish renewal. 

 

Tu BôShvat Seder Structure 

 

 The structure of the Seder is familiar to us from Passover.  Like Passover, it is framed by the drinking of four cups of 

wine, and like the Passover seder, there are many levels of symbolism embodied in these four cups.  Each cup represents a 

different realm of creation in the kabbalistsô understanding of the universe.  It also represents a different season and base 

element.  The themes embodied in these symbols lead us to examine many different elements of humanityôs relation to trees. 

 In our Tu BôShvat Seder, each cup, or world, is accompanied by eating fruit symbolic of that world and an activity that 

embodies the spirit of the world.  As you go through the Seder you will see the same basic structure to each of the four worlds.  

We begin by saying a blessing over the wine and then drinking it.  Next there is a brief explanation of the fruit that represents 

the realm which we are in.  The explanation is followed by a brief meditation taken from a classical Midrash that elaborates on 

the nature of one of the fruits from this particular world.  After the meditation is spoken, the nature of the fruit and what it 

represents is briefly contemplated, the blessing over the fruit is said and the fruit is eaten.   

 Then, after the blessing and meditation, a group ritual is suggested in lieu of more readings around the table.  In this 

way, this Tu BôShvat Seder - when Tu BôShvat either doesnôt fall on Shabbat, or the Seder is not celebrated on Shabbat - 

affords the possibility for engaging in creative activities that would be prohibited on Shabbat and Yom Tov.   

 This Seder embodies a variety of rituals that represent the physical, the creative, the intellectual, and the ethereal.  

Generally for each realm several options are offered and one option can be chosen, or you can substitute the rituals for one 

ritual of your own.   

 At any rate enjoy the holiday; and please do not forget to purchase trees for Israel.

JEWISH LEARNING 

 
 On Sunday, November 13, 2011 - The Global 

Day of Jewish Learning - we learned!  We were 

inspired!  Mark Hochberg, Trustee and Center 

Treasurer, introduced the two presenters. 

 Rabbi Romiel Danielôs superb dissertation on 

Peoplehood expounded on what Ashkenazim, 

Sephardim and Mizrachim share that makes us Jewish.  

Judaism is more than a religion.  It is a way of life.  We 

all share the same ethics - spirituality and peoplehood - 

that makes us Jewish!  The renowned Rabbi Mordechai 

Kaplan saw Judaism as ñan ever evolving civilization.  

Judaismôs unity is its diversity and continuity in 

change.ò  Geographically we may come from other 

places, different cultures and customs, pronouncing 

Hebrew with different accents.  Torah makes us one! 

 Rabbi Waidenbaumôs presentation brought 

forth how our Torah and Biblical ideas impacted on the 

modern world and American democracy.  His 

fascinating overview spoke of the early puritans (16th 

century), who came to seek religious freedom.  Brought 

up on Biblical stories, they saw themselves as the 

Hebrews escaping from Egypt and coming to the New 

World.  In crossing the Atlantic, they saw it as the Red 

Sea.  The early settlers were Christian Hebraists.  A 

Hebrew oration was delivered every year at Harvardôs 

Commencement until 1817.  Many colonists did not 

want to use English as the National language for the 

new United States and considered Hebrew!  Other 

Christian denominations took the Jewish values and 

adapted them to their lives. 

 Interesting comments and questions by the 

audience brought this Global Day to a very successful 

conclusion.  Special guests were Elizabeth Bently, 

Chair of the International Global Day and Cynthia 

Zalisky, Executive Director of the Queens Jewish 

Community Council.
