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FROM THE RABBI’S DESK 

 We come once again to the observance of that beautiful Jewish Holiday known as Sukkot.  R.P.J.C. 

Sisterhood & our R.P.J.C. Hebrew School children will soon be engrossed in the decorating of our Sukkah 

booth. 

 

 It will also not be long before adults and youngsters will be making the ñrounds of the 

Synagogueò (Hakafot) holding Torahs and flags on the festive day of Simchat Torah. 

 

 Sukkot commemorates the march of our ancestors through the Wildnerness of Sinai and the fact that 

G-d protected them in that harsh environment by providing booths, in which the Children of Israel lived.   

 

 In later times the Festival became associated with certain agricultural aspects of the Promised Land, 

and the term ñSeason of our Joyò was added to the description of the day.   

 

 The passage of time has not diminished the luster of this Holiday.  The symbolism of the Festival is 

as meaningful to us as it was to our forefathers.  The mystics explain that the Sukkah is a symbol of human 

life - temporary and frail.  And yet, just as we decorate the booth, so do we endeavor to beautify our own 

lives, with noble deeds and upright actions. 

 

 As we all know, the sukkahôs roof is covered with greens.  The law provides that this covering be 

arranged in such a manner, as to have more shade that sunshine within the booth itself.  In this law too, there 

is a great lesson.  Life is very often filled with problems, difficulties, and hardships of all kinds.  So many of 

us have more shade in our lives than sunshine.  And yet we must always maintain our faith in G-d, our trust, 

our confidences, and our high hopes.  We must be able to look up and see the stars of a brighter future, in 

the same way as we look through the roof of the Sukkah and see the stars shining down upon us.   

 

 Closely connected with the ritual observance of the Sukkot Festival, is the use of the Lulav and 

Etrog.  The Lulav is a palm branch and reminds us of the body of man, tall, straight, upright, ready to do the 

will of his Creator in heaven.  The Etrog is a citron, which in size is about the same as the human heart.  The 

Etrog has a fine fragrance.  Would it not be wonderful if human hearts would have a warm quality about 

them, which would unite each man with his neighbor and fellow? 

 

 The Children of Israel marched through the wilderness for 40 years, and finally reached the land of 

hope and promise.  Our generation, our world, is also groping in a Wilderness of doubt, dismay, frustration, 

and shattered visions of peace. 

 

 We pray however, that with our loyalty to the teachings of G-d, the commands of righteousness and 

justice (Mitzvot), that we too (G-d willing) will reach the day of fulfillment for all humanity!  Amen!

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 Jewish people remember.   Itôs as though our DNA reminds us constantly of those persons who were dear to us 

and events which inspired us.  As individuals, we  recall our loved ones throughout the year on the anniversary of their 

death as well as reciting Kaddish several times during weekday and Shabbat services.   As a Jewish community, we 

chant the stirring Yizkor prayer several times a year culminating on Yom Kippur.  WE REMEMBER!  On Pesach we 

come together in families and as a community, to join in the Seder -remembering the freedom as a Jewish people which 

brought us into our ancestral land.  Not only as individual  people but as “a peopleò whose history has been one of many 

tragedies.  We Remember!  The destruction of our temples, slavery under the yoke of Egyptian tyranny; the wandering 

of our people until the exodus led us to Israel!  The Pogroms, the Diaspora, Kristallnacht, the Holocaust almost wiping 

out the entire Jewish population of Europe.  WE REMEMBER! 

 As American Jews, or Jewish Americans, we recall many events in our lifetimes - for me it was the 

establishment of the State of Israel; the Korean and Vietnam wars; the civil rights movement; the assassination of 

President Kennedy; the first space walk; the collapse of the Berlin Wall; the end of communism, freeing hundreds of 

thousands of Soviet Jews, many of whom are todayôs Israeli or American citizens.  WE REMEMBER!  

 Now, we have another memory - a memory of a beautiful Tuesday morning ten years ago, warm, and sunny, a 

late Summer day - with just  a hint of autumn - a day when parents were getting their kids ready for school, listening to 

them chattering about new teachers and new friends.  Many were returning from summer vacation, slowly entering into a 

faster pace of life with the approaching cool weather.  For the Jewish people especially,  we were looking forward to our 

High Holy Days - only weeks away.  It was a typical American kind of day.  People working in the Twin Towers were 

ordinary people - like us - having their coffee and reading a newspaper before starting their work day - trading stories of 

summer vacation - husbands and wives calling home making plans for dinner, friends calling each other to meet for a 

drink or dinner after work - people having breakfast meetings at Windows on the World.  It was such an ordinary day 

- a day  that would turn extraordinary at 8:46 A.M. 

 As I went to my office, earlier than usual, to prepare for a 9:30 meeting, I saw my secretary, her face chalk white, 

frantically motioning to me to go into the Conference Room.  Fearing something had happened to my sister who worked 

in the same building, my relief turned to confusion when I saw her, our Commissioner, my boss, and co-workers all 

staring at the large TV.  There had been a terrible  accident, I was told.  A plane had  flown into one of the Twin Towers!  

And as we were trying to digest that horror,  we saw a shadow of another plane - flying low.  I asked myself - why is that 

plane flying so low?  Perhaps the smoke from the first tower was hindering visibility -and then we watched in disbelief as 

that  plane made that awful, never to be forgotten left turn and flew right into the south tower.  Almost in unison, we 

covered our  mouths as if to prevent the words that could not be held back.  Oh my God - that was no accident - we’re 

under attack!  And so that beautiful, warm, sunny Tuesday turned grey and white with smoke and ash - the sun 

disappeared. We all knew in that instant that our lives would never ever be the same.  Our innocence was gone - we 

were vulnerable - We, who never think about our safety in large crowds, knew that from now on, somewhere in that 

crowd, there could be another terrorist waiting to kill us.  WE MUST REMEMBER! 

 The images of Sept. 11, 2001 will be with me forever.  Almost 3000 people - gone - in a split second as though 

they had never existed.  And  in less than an hour the Towers which had proudly stood for decades as a testament to the 

might of the American people, were just rubble - cement, glass,  rocks,  paper and  pulverized human remains.  People 

jumped; others  mercifully were dead before the fire reached them.  Some families received a fragment; many not even 

that, to bury.  Thousands of police and firefighters, doctors and nurses and paramedics from all over the City 

converged on lower Broadway, setting up triage units - waiting for survivors. Dozens of Search &  Rescue dogs, who 

were brought in almost immediately, were not even able to wear the usual protective booties because they needed their 

nails to keep their footing on the wet and burning hills of  debris and glass.  Many people do not know the heroic stories 

and the part these wonderful animals played.  They became so despondent at not finding a survivor, that volunteers had to 

actually lie down, cover themselves with rocks and debris - in order to let the dogs find them - thereby giving them 

renewed strength to continue to search, which they did for weeks after.

And we see from many photos, firefighters kneeling to cry 

while holding onto a dog who knew instinctively that this 

human needs his presence.  We were all so certain that 

there had to exist pockets of air where police & 

firefighters waited with people they had saved, for their 

fellow firefighters to rescue them. And we prayed for a 

miracle all that day into that terrible endless first night, lit 

by smoldering fires.  By the next day, we knew that the 

only miracle was that more than 25,000 people were 

saved from the World Trade Center towers, by the 

magnificent efforts of  our brave firefighters and the 

finest police force in the world.  They came from every 

borough, N.J. and Connecticut, many on their day off, 

running through the ash and smoke, putting their gear on 

as they ran into an inferno to help their brother & sisters 

and the thousands of people still in the Towers.  They 

trudged up more than 80 stories, carrying ropes, hoses and 

axes, breathing apparatus and extra canisters of oxygen 

for the survivors they knew they would find.  343  

firefighters and 23 police officers never came down.   

They died helping others.   Many wonderful and inspiring 

stories still emerge - of people helping each other - 

leading those less able to safety, staying with those  who 

needed additional help - people of all religions - all colors 

- all races - no-one cared how you prayed to your God; or 

what color your skin was.  We all helped each other. - 

that is  humanity.  The spirit - the strength - and the  

unity of the American People from that day forward 

has become legendary.  We know that humanity is the 

only weapon we have to fight the evil we witnessed that 

terrible day. 

 So when  you see a police officer or a firefighter, 

wave to them, give them a thumbs up - tell them you 

support them; that you care and that you will never 

forget.  Make a donation in the name of the RPJC to one 

of the many 9/11 Charities formed for the children of  

police officers and firefighters that never made it home to 

their families that terrible day.
