DAILY MINYAN URGENT REQUEST 

 
 The morning and afternoon minyans are fragile and exist 

without a strong safety net of men to make a minyan if some of 

our regulars do not come.  If you are observing the yahrzeit of a 

loved one and it falls on a day when we do not have a minyan 

you would be upset and rightly so.  We need you not only when 

you are observing yahrzeit, but a few days each month to insure 

that someone else will be able to say kaddish.  A few days each 

month is not too much to ask.  By doing a mitzvah, you will be 

rewarded with a bigger mitzvah. 

 Please contact the Rabbi or the Center office with your 

name and phone number, and when and how often & what time 

(morning/afternoon?) you can commit. 
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FROM THE RABBI’S DESK 

 What would you say is the worst thing that can happen to a person?  Serious illness?  Bereavement? 

 

 Let me suggest that, for most of us, the worst thing that can happen is to be disconnected from the 

people around us, to feel isolated and alone.  People can cope with virtually anything if they know that they 

have a support network of people to hold their hands, encourage them and, if necessary, grieve with them, so 

that they are not left to grieve alone. 

 

 So many of you have told me that you managed to survive the traumas and tragedies of your own lives 

because ñpeople were wonderful,ò friends and neighbors expressed concern, and reached out to be of help. 

 

 I am convinced that the primary purpose of congregational prayer is not to put us in touch with G-d, but 

to help us become part of a congregation and community, thereby overcoming the loneliness and isolation we 

might otherwise have to contend with. 

 

 We gather in a certain place, (Rego Park Jewish Center),  at a certain time, not because G-d keeps office 

hours, but because we need to be there together with other people to make the service work.  We read 

somebody elseôs words out of a siddur, not because their words are necessarily better than our own, but because 

when we all read and chant the same words, we become one.  There is nothing magical about the words we 

recite, but there is something magical about the experience of all of us reciting the same words. 

 

 But I think many of us have lost that knack of being part of a congregation.  If we come to services 

alone, read the prayers, and then leave the Shul alone, feeling distant and alienated from the people around us, 

we will have gone through the motions, but we will not really have rejoined in prayer.   

 

 To help us recover that valuable lost art, and help us to understand the service a little better, and make 

prayer more meaningful, please join us as we will be having a series of discussions (adult education classes) this 

upcoming year.  We will talk about how to join in a service, how to understand what you are doing, what you 

are saying, and how to get out of the experience what you deserve to be getting. 

 

 No previous experience or Hebrew background is required; tea and cake for all.  Please join us. 

 

 Please check with the office for all the dates and times of all our adult education classes for this 

upcoming year.   

 

 Weôll see you in class G-d willing.

She 

obtained her J.D. degree from Harvard Law School 

where she was Executive Editor of the Harvard Law 

Review.  Amy Chua has written three books, two 

studies of international affairs, and most recently the 

memoir we are discussing here. 

 She writes, ñWhat Chinese parents understand 

is that nothing is fun until youôre good at it.  To get 

good at anything you have to work, and children on 

their own never want to work, which is why it is crucial 

to override their preference.ò 

 Battle Hymn of the Tiger Mother shows that the 

Chinese parents have a totally different idea from 

Western parents for ñdoing what is best for their 

children.ò  Western parents try to respect their 

childrenôs individuality, encouraging them to pursue 

their interests, and providing a nurturing environment.  

Chinese parents believe that the best way to protect 

your children is by preparing them for the future with 

skills and strong work habits and inner confidence.
