 The morning and afternoon minyans are fragile and exist 

without a strong safety net of men to make a minyan if some of 

our regulars do not come.  If you are observing the yahrzeit of a 

loved one and it falls on a day when we do not have a minyan 

you would be upset and rightly so.  We need you not only when 

you are observing yahrzeit, but a few days each month to insure 

that someone else will be able to say kaddish.  A few days each 

month is not too much to ask.  By doing a mitzvah, you will be 

rewarded with a bigger mitzvah. 

 Please contact the Rabbi or the Center office with your 

name and phone number, and when and how often & what time 

(morning/afternoon?) you can commit. 
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FROM THE RABBI’S DESK 

 So tell me!  ñAre the holidays óearlyô or ólateô this year.ò  I think that they are always on time - the 1st of Tishrei. 
  

 Of course, we at the Rego Park Jewish Center have already begun to prepare for the holidays.  This includes our 

office manager Lynne, our Bookkeeper Ana (welcome), and our custodians Robin & Albion.  The tickets have been printed 

and seats have been assigned, mailings have been done, and the Torah scrolls have been set.  The building has been cleaned, 

the readers and chanters and ark openers have been lined up, and the security for our worshippers has been hired. 
  

 The sermons have been (and are being) written and re-written.  Cantor Ed Smith has been engaged as our Chazzan, 

and the books have been taken out and counted. 
  

 We have done, and will continue to do, our part - to get ready for these ñearlyò/òlateò holidays. 
  

 What about you? 
  

 In the days of the Bible, the commandments were straightforward about what had to be done for Rosh Hashanah 

and Yom Kippur.  Rosh Hashanah - called ñYom Tôruahò (The Day of the Shofarôs Loud Blast) was a ñsacred occasion 

when you shall not work at your occupations; and you shall bring an offering by fire to the Eternal.ò  Later on, in the Book 

of Numbers, our ancestors were told to ñpresent a burnt offering of pleasing odor to the Eternal.ò 
  

 Yom Kippur is referred to as ña sacred occasion for you; you shall practice self-denial and you shall bring an 

offering by fire to the Eternal; and you shall do no work throughout that dayé. It shall be a Sabbath of complete rest for 

you, and you shall practice self-denial.ò 
  

 That is our religious and historical heritage of getting ready for and observing these holidays, which we call ñThe 

High Holy Days.ò  But how is it different for us today?  At home, there is cooking to be done and there are people to be 

invited for Rosh Hashanah dinner or lunch or for the break-the-fast on Yom Kippur.  If you are not hosting someone else, 

you may be fortunate enough to be invited by a relative or friend or maybe even by someone you donôt know who is 

fulfilling the mitzvah of hachnasat orchim (hospitality).   
  

 If you want to come to services at Rego Park Jewish Center or just about any other synagogue, you need to arrange 

for a ticket.  If you need to go to another conservative congregation, we can arrange for reciprocal hospitality because you 

belong to our congregation.  (Possibly - Maybe)  While all of these customs and arrangements are important, they do not 

pertain to the spiritual nature of the High Holy Days.   

 

 So, how can you get ready spiritually for the High Holy Days?  Some people come to morning services on a regular 

basis during the month of Elul before Rosh Hashanah, services at which the Shofar is blown to help us to be alert to a 

heightened level of spirituality.  Some people attend the Sôlichot Service on the Saturday night before Rosh Hashanah.  This 

year, on September 24th, the Sôlichot service will be preceded by a Havdalah ceremony, social gathering, hearty 

schmoozing & refreshments.   
  

 If you miss these opportunities, please regard Rosh Hashanah as a sacred occasion and not just a secular day off.  It 

should be a day when you do not do what you would normally do, but rather as a day when the ñpleasing offeringsò you 

bring to the Temple are a mind that is open, a soul that can be enriched, and a heart that can be touched. 
  

 On Yom Kippur, practice the self-denial of fasting (unless your health prevents it), bring an offering of focus and 

self-awareness and consideration of others, and treat this Sabbath of Sabbaths as a rare opportunity to rest from the 

ordinary, to look back at the past, and to look forward to the future.  For both of these holidays, the other offering that you 

give to RPJC is your affiliation (membership) with us, and your financial support of our congregation.  We need each other, 

not only at this time of year, but also throughout the year. 
  

 On behalf of my wife and myself, we wish you all, LôShanah Tovah Tikateivu -  May you all be inscribed for a 

good & healthy year.   Happy 5772!
